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TITF-2011 takes a special place among exhibitions of the Central Asian region and it is considered as the
most visited exhibition in the country. Uzbekistan is the most densely populated country in the Central
Asia. It has about 28 million people. The travel industry of Uzbekistan has seen huge growth over the last
few years, and in 2010, the country’s inbound tourism grew by 19%. Last year above 1 million 353 thousand
international tourists visited Uzbekistan whereas about 560 thousand persons left abroad. Nowadays,
over 710 tourist organizations operate in the country, 261 companies have the license for granting of hotel
services.

The high-mountainous village Chimgan (1650 meters above sea level] has more and more popularity
among worshippers of ecological and extreme tourism. It is located in 85 km from the capital of Uzbekistan
- Tashkent and is the unique mountain skiing resort in Central Asia.
