1. Against a big picture backdrop of high fuel costs and mature cruise markets in economic straits, the sessions will also attempt to gauge the industry’s current conception and timeline with regard to the development of the East Mediterranean region.

2. The Yachting sessions will address marina privatization, marina development, successful sector development examples from the region, the importance of attracting top class events, optimal legislative and tax models, growth prospects in Greece and East Mediterranean, future market targeting and the potential output of yachting for a national economy.

3. The special session on Passenger shipping will address the current state of the industry, technical and infrastructure problems, the effect of the current crisis on the future structure of this industry and finally, possible expedient and long term policies and solutions that could secure the viability of continuing to serve the region’s extensive coastal and island network.
